ARTICLE 1- MISSION

The SNAC is organized to empower parents, school staff, and community professionals to collaborate in a positive decision making process to plan and implement programs for students with special needs. 

ARTICLE 2- GOALS AND PURPOSE

Goal 1. The SNAC will support, guide, advocate, advise, and educate parents, Nantucket Schools, and the community on the rights and needs of children with disabilities and their families. 

Goal 2. Promote and advocate for effective, inclusive, and comprehensive programs in the school and community. 

Goal 3. Provide a medium for parents, professionals, and citizens to exchange information, ideas, and experiences for the special ed community. 

Goal 4.  To recruit volunteer services from parents and community resources to meet identified needs. 

Goal 5. To foster a positive attitude toward the special education programs within the school district and community. 

ARTICLE 3- MEMBERSHIP

Membership shall consist of group of parents or guardians of special needs students preferably from each school within the NPS district. 

Any interested persons who subscribes to Article 2. 

Officers include Co-Chairs, Secretary, and Communication Chair responsible for community relations, advertising, promoting group on social media. 

ARTICLE 4- MEETINGS

1. Meetings will be held once a month or a minimum of 4 times a year. 
2. Meetings must have a minimum of 2 officers present for voting to take place, unless done by proxy.
3. Decisions of the membership will be made by consensus. 
ARTICLE 5- ELECTIONS

Officers elected once a year at June meeting.
Officers elected for a term of 1 year. 
Nominations will be accepted from the floor at the annual meeting in June. 

All members of SNAC have voting rights.
